Other Off the Beach catamaran classes are also invited to enter and participate, but will not be assigned a score, and will be ineligible for any prizes.

The helmsperson, and when appropriate, the crew shall:

3.2.1
be members of a club affiliated with Yachting Victoria Inc. or its equivalent in another State or Territory and be a current Yachting Australia Silver Member, and

3.2.2
shall not be changed without prior approval of the Race Committee. Such approval shall only be considered if the application is in writing and a valid reason is given.

Eligible boats may enter on the attached Entry Form and shall be lodged at the McCrae Yacht Club registration desk accompanied by the required fee between 09:00 and 12:00 hours on Saturday, 7th November.

Late entries may be accepted at the discretion of the Race Committee.

(a) When fewer than four races have been completed, a boat's series score will be the total of her race scores.


(b) When four or more races have been completed, a boat's series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score.

PRIZES


(  Presentations will be held as soon as possible after the last race.


(  Prizes will be awarded to the overall winner (Yachting Victoria Perpetual Trophy)


( Prizes will also be awarded to the winners and placegetters in each division depending on the number of entries.

A prize will also be awarded for the best Female Skipper and best Junior Skipper (I.e. Less than 18 years of age as at 7th November 2009.
